LOCAL BUSINESSES

Bampton boasts a number of small retail family owned businesses – virtually anything is available in Bampton except dental treatment (you have to go to Dulverton for that!)  The nearest large supermarkets are seven miles away.  Despite this inevitable competition our local economy seems healthy, Saturday morning sees the town buzzing and small businesses are visibly expanding and full of ideas, diversifying their ranges and the services they provide. In recent years this has increasingly involved the supply of local foods, as a means of surviving in the modern economy and expanding their own reputation.  Rather than all stocking the same things, it is notable that different businesses try to find their own suppliers and make their own products, experimenting with a range of ideas. Neighbouring towns also have some good examples of butchers and delicatessens, and the healthy competition between local businesses ensures that residents and visitors have a great variety of local foods available to buy, or to eat in local pubs, hotels, restaurants and cafes.  Businesses survive on the tourist trade as well as the local community, many shops will deliver and supply to the hotels.   

Bampton Spar – open till 9.00pm – broad range including bread and cakes baked from scratch in store, dairy produce including organic milk and cream, ice cream, cheeses, honey, tea, organic vegetables, sweet and savoury preserves, eggs, meringues, biscuits, cereals, soft drinks, beer, cider, wine, and home cooked ready meals and puddings made from local ingredients.

Costcutter –  local dairy produce, tea

Bampton Fruit and Veg  - wide range including local produce, locally smoked fish, named variety apple juice and dairy produce

Bampton Butchers – meat and poultry from named local farms, local cheeses, own home cured bacon, sausages, pasties, pies, faggots, pate and cold meats, honey, local preserves, pickles and chutneys

Bawdens Bakers – family baker, own bread, savouries and cakes, café, ice cream, local preserves, vinegars and chutneys
