Logo Guidelines
The logo has been designed as part of the original Living Local trial in Bampton. It is copy right free but we would like to ask all users to abide by the following guidelines to ensure that consumers recognise the initiative and it stays relevant for everybody to use and enjoy. 
We understand that due to print capabilities it is not always possible to get the exact colours as you see on screen. However do not alter any colours, the logo should always be used in shades of green. Where this is not possible please use the alternative black and white logo in shades of grey. 
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There is no minimum or maximum size, but ensure that the logo does not pixilate, i.e. become fussy at the edges. The minimum size should not be smaller than 2cm in height and 1.52 cm in width as it will be difficult to read. 
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Wherever the logo is used it should clearly stand out from other logos and be the primary message. Examples of this are the Living Local Leaflet or the Bampton Fair Flyer. 
The logo cannot be used in parts, i.e. just the ‘living local’ part or just the butterfly, nor should the proportions of these be altered.
