CONDITIONS 

• Photographs submitted can be in black & white, colour or a selection of both. 

• Photographs must be in landscape 5”x7” format.  The photographs must be of Yorkshire. 

• All photographs must be the original work of the WI member and taken between 1 January – 1 December 2020. 

• Photographs must be taken by a WI member: images taken by a professional or external source are not 
permitted.  

• Photographs must not contain images of any identifiable person. Photographs of pets will not be accepted. 

• A label bearing the name of the participant, their contact details, WI and the title/location of the image must be 
visible on the back of each entry. 

• More than one image can be entered at a fee of £1.00 per image. 

• Judging will be based on the image, interpretation of the theme and overall presentation. 

TIMESCALE 

• Participants must send their entries to the West Yorkshire Federation office by the deadline date: Monday 7th 
December 2020. 

• Judging will take place in January 2021. The winner will be notified in writing in February 2021.  

PRIZES 

• 12 photographs will be chosen as finalists and these 12 photographs will be used to produce a notebook that 
will be reproduced for purchase. A copy of the notebook will be given to all 12 shortlisted finalists. 

• All entries will be displayed at the Federation Annual Meeting with a table set aside for voting for the overall 
winner out of the 12 shortlisted finalists which will also be mounted and on display. 

• Members will have the opportunity to vote for their favourite photograph and the photograph with the most 
votes will be declared the winner. The winning image will be reproduced as a canvas print and presented to the 
winner at their WI. 

• The judge’s decision is final.

• The competition is open to all WI members. 

• Photographs cannot be submitted electronically; however, you will have to have an electronic copy of your 
entry as we would need this in the event of your photo beings shortlisted as one of the 12 final images. 

• Please note that the entries will only be put forward for judging on receipt of the entry fee of £1.00 per image.
