The grounds are delightful at any time of the year and if you wish you will be able to enjoy a leisurely walk round them.  There is also the Denman Shop to explore.

APPLICATION FORMS
Every applicant MUST complete an individual application form. These will be sent out to those who are interested in attending.  When they are returned (by Tuesday 18th April 2017) you will need to enclose a deposit of £50 to secure your place. 
INSURANCE AND CANCELLATION
Please note that insurance is not included in the cost of the Denman visit and you are asked to satisfy yourself that you have sufficient insurance in place should you have to cancel your course at Denman.  We will be happy to find someone to take your place if we have a waiting list, however, should we not be able to do this, you are asked to note that you are responsible for full payment of the course if you subsequently cancel your place on your chosen course.  
COSTS FOR YOUR TRIP

The total cost of the trip including your course, lunch, dinner, bed and breakfast and travel per person are shown below. Please note that the Glass Fused Christmas Decorations course will attract a £45-£55 fee towards firing (payable to Denman directly when you visit).  We have booked 42 places at Denman College and all courses have limited numbers.  We expect a good demand for places so do book early to avoid disappointment.

Glass Fused Christmas Decorations

Course Summary:

Make your own unique glass decorations this Christmas. They can be used on the Christmas tree, as gift tags or to create unique Christmas cards.
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Full Description of Course:

We will cover several techniques and ideas to create the decorations, from experimenting with glass in a microwave to using fine frit to create delicate pâte de verre snowflakes. The techniques will include some glass cutting as well as working with glass frits, confetti, candle-bent stringers and glittery bits. You will have the choice of creating a series of decorations using your favourite technique or experimenting with them all. 

Once fired in a kiln they will be ready for your tree trimmings or gifts.

Although Morse, Lewis and Oxford are intertwined, the city has, over the centuries, played an important role in the culture and history of Britain. This course links both of these aspects and walking tours play a major part. You will spend a day in Oxford visiting colleges, university buildings and other locations many of which have featured in the Inspector Morse and Lewis TV series. Lectures will consolidate and support the visits and will include many references and film clips of the Morse and Lewis series.
Full Description of Course:

Oxford is a world heritage city with many stunning buildings. During your two days in Oxford you will look at the development and present functioning of the university and colleges many of which have been featured in the Morse and Lewis series and we will be referring to these. We will even have coffee in one of the most important buildings in the city and sit where Lewis and Hathaway sat to have their coffee. Perhaps we will have lunch in one of their favourite pubs!
Our lecture periods will consolidate and support the visits and will include many references and film clips of the Morse and Lewis series.
